RESPECT AND TOLERANCE - PRIZES AND AWARDS FOR STUDENTS  
 

2007 Fanny Neuda Prize  
The Prize was created for the best literature and music projects. Established after 
consultations with Dinah Berland from Los Angeles. In 2007 Ms Berland prepared the new 
edition of the book titled Hours of Devotion. This book was originally written in 1854 in 
Lostice by Fanny Neuda, who was the wife of the local rabbi Abraham Neuda. 
 

The 2007 Fanny Neuda Prize was awarded to students of Gymnasium in Unicov for their co-
operation with the Foundation and successful projects. In 2006 the team of students of the 
history teacher Jaromira Lonova created Jewish history projects, which won the First and 
Second Prize in the national competition Daniel. In January 2007 their project about Alzbeta 
Dostalova from Mohelnice (who was imprisoned as a child in the concentration camp 
Theresienstadt) won them the Second Prize in the same competition. 
 

2007 Terry Haass Prize  
The Prize was created for the best art projects. Established after consultations and with the 
consent of the important French artist Terry Haass. Before WWII she used to live in the 
Lostice region - in the town of Mohelnice. Because of her Jewish origin she escaped from the 
country in 1939. She lives in Paris. 
 

The 2007 Terry Haass Prize was awarded to students of the grade 9A and their teachers 
Blanka Hybaskova and Miroslava Dacicka from the High School Demlova in Olomouc for 
their co-operation with the Foundation and a set of drawings and paintings which shows a 
quite high artistic quality and also considerable knowledge of Jewish history and traditions.

Professor Elie Wiesel Prize 
The Prize was created for the important humanitarian project or deed. It was established in 
May 2007 with the consent of the Professor Elie Wiesel, who is the honorary member of the 
Foundation for the Respect and Tolerance.  
 



OTHER ACTIVITIES 
 

Publications about the Holocaust distributed to schools 
Members of the Foundation for the Respect and Tolerance believe that the recently released 
publication Holocaust by Frantisek Emmert is the first-rate teaching aid. With the financial 
assistance of Dr. Canter over 50 books were purchased and are now being distributed to 
schools in the region free of charge. Books about the Holocaust were already given to several 
high schools and colleges in the Mohelnice and Olomouc region, and to gymnasiums in 
Unicov, Zabreh, Litovel and Sternberk and the Palacky University in Olomouc.  
The book in simple terms explains the important tragic events and uncovers its causes. It 
contains 28 chapters with easy to read texts and many photographs and maps. The comments 
from teachers and students are very positive:

Books for University – Dr. Stanton Canter Library 
There are well over a thousand books in the Respect and Tolerance library. After the 
consultation with the Jewish Studies Department about 800 books were selected and 
transferred to the university library. More books will be transferred to their library in the near 
future. The list of books was created and placed on websites of Jewish Studies Department 
and Foundation Respect and Tolerance. Most books were provided by Dr. Canter and his 
family. 
The library also serves as a symbolic monument to the victims of the Holocaust. There are 
stamps (ex libris) of the foundation in all books. Each stamp contains a registration number 
and a different name of a Holocaust victim from the Lostice area.  
 
“The Loan of books is very useful for us, as our own library is not too large at this time. 
The Department was established about two years ago…. We would like to accept more 
students in the future, therefore we really need a larger and better library…”

Benches 
Restoration of benches was completed. Benches were moved back to the synagogue in 
Lostice and reinstalled on the new wooden base. Carved wooden benches were originally 
made in 1897 for the Olomouc synagogue. The Foundation of Jewish Community in Prague 
provided the financial assistance to the project.  
 

Stained glass windows 
Documentation, research and a procedure of registration of benches and stained glass 
windows to the National Heritage List of Protected Artifacts started. 
 

Creation of the new websites 
Websites of the Foundation Respect and Tolerance were reworked and enlarged. About fifty 
pages of text and illustration were created in Czech and English and added to the existing 
websites to provide a richer source of suitable information for other foundations and students. 
 
 
 



Winton’s Child 
Meeting with Dr. Renata Laxa, who was as the child saved by Sir Nicholas Winton’s Jewish 
Children from Czechoslovakia Project in 1939. She lives in United States. While Dr. Laxa 
was visiting Czech Republic she was invited to talk to students in Unicov. After the meeting 
with students she visited Jewish historical sights in Usov and Mohelnice Museum. 
 

March of the Living 
On April 16, 2007 the traditional March of the Living was organized in Auschwitz. Thousands 
of people from around the world came to the meeting. This year also representatives of the 
Foundation for Respect and Tolerance attended the march. They brought a few pebbles from 
Lostice there to honor the victims from the area.  
 

Hours of Devotion Materials for the publication 
Texts and photographs documenting the history of Jewish communities in Lostice and 
Mohelnice were created for an editor, who was preparing the publication about the history of 
these two towns. The book was published in the fall 2007 and Jewish communities are well 
represented there. 
 

Art installations in the synagogue 
During the summer art students and members of the Foundation Respect and Tolerance were 
preparing the Art Symposium and exhibition titled Return of Light II. One of the working 
sessions was attended by the foremost Czech Hebraist Mr. Achab Haidler. His excellent talks 
were quite educational and very inspirational for young students. 
 

Mr. Theodor Mundstock - Theatre in the Lostice Synagogue  
The famous novel written by Ladislav Fuchs was adapted for a theatre performance  
by Jaroslav Achab Haidler, who was the director and only actor of this play. The performance 
was combined with a concert of Jewish songs and psalms.  
 

Hours of Devotion 
The first prayer book written by a Jewish woman for other women. The new edition of the 
book, which was originally written in 1854 in Lostice by the local Rabbi‘s wife Fanny Neuda, 
was prepared by Dinah Berland (editor of Getty Publications). It was published in August 
2007 by Schocken Books in New York. (Recently one of many good reviews of the book 
appeared in NY Times. Respect and Tolerance contribution to this project is documented 
in a preface and acknowledgments of the book). 
 

Meeting with Sir Nicholas Winton 
In 1939 Sir Nicholas Winton saved 670 Jewish children from Czechoslovakia. A few years 
ago the Queen of England knighted him for his endeavor. Members of RT met with him in 
Prague, thank him for his actions, gave him some presents, books and graphic art and discuss 
their programs with him. 
 

Preparation of Museum Display for Usov Synagogue 
Federation of Jewish Communities asked our Foundation to prepare museum display 
documenting the Jewish history of the Usov area. The newly restored synagogue will open for 
public in June 2008.  
   
Anniversary of the Kristal nacht 
On November 10, 2007 members of the Respect and Tolerance Foundation went to Prague to 
commemorate the victims of the Kristal nacht and to support the Jewish community in their 
demonstration against the neo-Nazism. 
 



Visit to the United States - Documentation of the Life of Edith Carter Knöpflmacher 
Edith was born in our region – in Moravia (now Czech Republic) in 1914. She is the 
Holocaust survivor and thanks to her excellent memory we received valuable information, 
which will enrich the RT archives and will be very useful for the educational programs. 
Her story is already kept and used by Yad Vashem in Jerusalem, Steven Spielberg Video 
Archives, United States Holocaust Museum in Washington and Center for Holocaust and 
Humanity Education in Cincinnati. During the visit her story was recorded on video in Czech 
language. The last two days of visit were spent in the archives of the US Holocaust Museum 
in Washington DC.
